appointed me to preach Good News to the poor.” 
 
3. Matt. 25:45-46 (NLT)    45“And he will answer, ‘I assure you, when you 

refused to help the least of these my brothers and sisters, you were 
refusing to help me.’  46And they will go away into eternal punishment, but 
the righteous will go into eternal life.” 

 
4. James 2:5 (NLT)    Listen to me, dear brothers and sisters.  Hasn’t God 

chosen the poor in this world to be rich in faith?  Aren’t they the ones who 
will inherit the kingdom God promised to those who love him?

1. Luke 4:18-19 (NLT)    18“The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, for he has 
appointed me to preach Good News to the poor.  He has sent me to 
proclaim that captives will be released, that the blind will see, that the 
downtrodden will be freed from their oppressors, 19and that the time of the 
Lord’s favor has come.”
