1. II Cor. 8:3 (NLT)    For I can testify that they gave not only what they 
could afford but far more.  And they did it of their own free will. 

 
2. II Sam. 24:24a (NLT)    “No, I insist on buying it, for I cannot present 

burnt offerings to the LORD my God that have cost me nothing.”

1. II Cor. 8:4 (NLT)    They begged us again and again for the gracious 
privilege of sharing in the gift for the Christians in Jerusalem.

1. II Cor. 8:7 (NLT)    Since you excel in so many ways—you have so much 

faith, such gifted speakers, such knowledge, such enthusiasm, and such 
love for us—now I want you to excel also in this gracious ministry of 
giving. 

 
 

G. What         we               give            is the        most                important            kind 
of giving. 

 
1. II Cor. 8:9 (NLT)    You know how full of love and kindness our Lord 

Jesus Christ was.  Though he was very rich, yet for your sakes he became 
poor, so that by his poverty he could make you rich.
