I. Introduction

A. Gen. 2:15-17 (NLT) 15The LORD God placed the man in the Garden of Eden to tend and
wafch overit. 16But the LORD God warned him, “You may freely eat the fruit of every
free in the garden 7—except the free of the knowledge of good and evil. If you eat its
fruit, you are sure to die.”

B. Gen. 3:1-2 (NLT) 'The serpent was the shrewdest of all the wild animals the LORD God
had made. One day he asked the woman, “Did God really say you must not eat the fruit
from any of the trees in the garden?” 2"Of course we may eat fruit from the treesin the
garden,” the woman replied.

F. Gen. 3:7-9 (NLT) 7Afthat moment their eyes were opened, and they suddenly felt
shame at their nakedness. So they sewed fig leaves fogether to cover themselves. 8When
the cool evening breezes were blowing, the man and his wife heard the LORD God
walking about in the garden. So they hid from the LORD God among the trees. °Then the
LORD God called to the man, “Where are youge”

G. Gen. 3:10 (NLT) He replied, “I heard you walking in the garden, so | hid. | was afraid
because | was naked.”

H. Gen.3:11 (NLT) “Who told you that you were naked?” the LORD God asked. “Have you
eaten from the free whose fruit | commanded you not fo eate”

. Gen.3:12 (NLT) The man replied, “It was the woman you gave me who gave me the
fruit, and | ate it.”

J. Gen. 3:21 (NLT) And the LORD God made clothing from animal skins for Adam and his
wife.
